• How is God our refuge?

• Knowing our instinctive tendency to hide, God tells us in His loving way that it's

alright to hide. He promises to be our hiding place. In other words, when we feel

overcome with fear, we can call upon Him. We can hide in the presence of

Almighty God.

• If God is our strength, how does that change us?

Ask Him to help us

grow in our trust and love for Him.
